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Council works by holding meetings and meetings are divided into regular meetings and
extraordinary meetings. Regular meetings are held two times a year (within 40 days in total) and
extraordinary meetings are held for less than 50 days (less than 20 days for each meeting). The
first regular meeting is held on June 1, and second meeting is held on December 1 every year.
However, if the date falls on a public holiday, the meeting date shall be adjusted to the next day.
In addition, the first regular meeting in the year when local election is scheduled in September
or October. The meeting period may be determined and changed according to resolution and
council affairs schedule shall be the schedule for the next year that is determined by chairman at
the end of every year.
However, the schedule may be changed with the signature of at least one fifth of the enrolled
members or recognition of the need for change by chairman. The extraordinary meeting is
convened within 15 days if there is a demand for such meeting by mayor or at least one third of
the enrolled members.
In addition, the first extraordinary meeting shall be held within 25 days from the start of
the term of city council members by the head of Council Affairs Division after election. The
announcement of convening the extraordinary meeting shall be made on 3 days before the
meeting and the agenda proposed to the council by executive board is announced in advance.
In the meantime, the regular and extraordinary meetings are divided into plenary sessions,
standing committee and special committee.

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It is the session where the agenda reviewed by special committee, etc. is determined finally.
The session opens with the attendance of at least a third of enrolled members and the decision
is made with the attendance of the majority of enrolled members and votes in favor by the
majority of attending members except for exceptions specified by Local Autonomy Act.
Chairman has a voting rights and if the votes for and against are equal it is considered to be
rejected.
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Standing committee is an organization established with areas divided in ordinance for more
efficient and professional review on various agenda and efficient operation of the council. Gunpo
City Council has operated Council Operating Committee, Administrative Welfare Committee and
Industrial Construction Committee (term of members is 2 years) since January 2023.
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It is established and operated by resolution of council to deliberate and handle special agenda,
if necessary and the committee remains until the decision is made at the plenary session.
Special committee reviews special agenda such as establishment, revision and abolition of
ordinance, review and handling of budget and settlement, disciplinary actions and qualifications
of members, administrative affair audit and inspection, measures to respond to disaster and
claims.

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Functions of the Council
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Gunpo City Council has the autonomy legislative authority to enact, amend or abolish ordinances and autonomous
finance authority to deliberate and finalize budget and check whether the budget has been executed properly. In addition,
it controls the administration of executive board through inspection and audit activities on administrative affairs, receive
claims submitted by citizens and handle matters specified in other laws, regulations and ordinances.
